Contract was held open due to stump height concerns.
Site was evaluated this spring and determined to be
trenchable as-is. It is recommended that equipment
operations be carried out before the ferns jump up so
that taller stumps can be seen. Harvest access was
by way of an admin access road off the snowmobile
trail parking lot. Cultivation access can be by way of
River Park Drive. A 1986 DNR survey shows that the
road is entirely on State land up to the east edge of
the FTP area.
