This FTP covers 3 stands that were cut in 2 separate
 timber sales. The northern stand (Comp 38, stand 37)
has an average BA of 17 square feet and was chipped.
The southern two stands (Comp 40, stands 19 & 96) have 
average BAs of 17 and 31 square feet, respectively. 
Regeneration and competing vegetation is nearly 
non-existent in all stands. Some areas of slash and high 
stumps but limited amounts overall. Flat terrain. One interior
retention pocket.

No occurrences for this area.

Northwest FTP boundary borders a bog ERA. 
Tall meadow-rue polygon extends slightly into
the northern part of the FTP but meadow-rue
is a wetland plant.
