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EVALUATION OF CORNERS AND CONFLICTING MONUMENTATION:

+ The Northwest Corner is a 4” diameter cast iron monument in monument in the ¢/ of E-W asphalt roed  Ttus monument dates
to +/-1975 Robert Griffin found iron.

The North % Corner is 5/8” re-rod in monument box +/-3' north of ¢/l I-W asphalt road. This corner was considered lost and

set by single proportion by J. Randolph Hepworth in 1997.

The Northeast Corner is a 4” diameter cast iron monument in monument box at the intersection of roacs, This corner is a

perpetuation of wood stake and iron fence post as referenced by the road commission pre-1951. In 1575, Robert Griffin found

iron at road intersection and fit the 1951 witness to the township hall. This corner fits well with 4 commers north and south.

« The West % Corner s a 14" x 36" long smooth rod at surface in 0.5' of water, said rod fits possible GLO sturnp remains S20E
8iks. There was no found oceupation north, south, cast and west at the corner position but the 4" rod did fit the extension of
found fence remains while running the West Section Line. Found 2" diameter x §' long pipe with %" pipe inside sticking 0.8'
above water S58E, 16.35' from 4" rod. The 2" pipe is approximate equal distance from section corness norta and south and
has been used for 3 recorded surveys in Section 33 and an unrecorded Survey in Section 34, The 4" smootk rod is of similar
characteristics of J. Bean irons set in this township circa 1883 and since it also fits historical occupation I'm zccepting as the
best available evidence of the position of the original corner.

¢ The East % Corner is a 5 square concrete monument with brass cap. This monurment is 2 perpetuation of a nipe referenced by
John Ciapp in 1968. Upon excavation Robert Griffin found the pipe to be raising a large pointed stone.

» The Southwest Corner is a 5/8” x 36" long re-rod and illegible cap, 0.3' below grade 5' nonth of ¢/l e-w gravel road. This
corner fits the extension of found fence remains along the West Section Line and a double over of found fence remains at the
1,'[6th line to the east. This corner measures 313" -vs- 330" (GLO) to swamp call east. ] also found a 5/8” re-rod and illegible
cap at the closing corner 22.96 east -vs- 23.1' (GLO). We did search around this area with a metal locator ard didn't find any
other evidence of the corner. F'm accepting the found 5/8” re-rod as the best available evidence of the positian of the original
standard corner.

e The South ¥ Corner is a %" x 42" long smooth rod +/-0.5' below grade, +/-10' west of ¢/l road south and in e/l east-west road.
George Blass called this the North % Corner for Section 3 while surveying for Consumers Power Corrpany m 1968, Based
upon measurements east and west, road occutpation to the south and fitting a double over of 1/1 6" line fence to the west, [
believe the found '4" iron is the standard corner for TI6N-R15W and not the closing corner for TISN-RISW, [ searched the
area looking for the closing corner but didn't find any cvidence. The 4™ smooth rod is of similar characterisv.cs of I. Bean
irons set in this township circa 1883 and I'm accepting it as the best avzilable evidence of the position of the original standard
corner.

¢ The Southeast Corner is a 57 square concrete menument with brass cap. This monument is perpetuating an iron pipe used by
John Clapp and George Blass in 1968,

s The Center % Corner is a %" re-rod and cap, P.S, #47962 set at the intersection of ¥ lines, Found 4" re-rod and cap, P.S.
#47956, S01W, 4.09" from the set iron.

o There is a monitor well [ocated -+/-1329" south of the N.W. Corner that is +/- on line.
» A survey performed by Robert L. Wetherell, P.5. #24624 in Section 33 and recorded in Jacket #223 at Regiswer of Deeds

OCCUPATION/FENCES:
s We found down fence remnants along the West Section Line while posting line consistent with the 4" rod found at the W, %

Corner,

+ Commencing at the E. ¥ Carner and running west we found fence remains that were +/-10' corth of line for = distance of
+/-990". We crossed a low swampy area and then we found fence remains that were +/- on line until we intessected a planted
pine plantation.

« A planted pine plantation starts +/-430' cast of the C. ' Corner and runs westerly to a point which is +/-32' worth of said C. %
Cormer. These pines are part of pine plantation south and west of the line on Nationa! Forest land.

« There is 2 newer barb wire fence starting +/-170' south of the N. 4 Corner which encroaches +/-42' and runs for +/-700' along
the line.

SECTION SUBDIVISION:
This section was computed proportionally holding the intersection of 3 lines as the Center 4 Zorne .
