Yes. Total acres that would be held up due to survey needs are ~143.6 acres. Acres are composed of
hardwood, aspen and mixed upland/Oak stands that are being clearcut and thinned (hardwoods) with
values ranging from $40-$70,000 per sale. The compartment has good access off US-131, and this
timber would need to be set up by the end of fiscal year 2021 (2021 yoe). A survey in these areas
would also be beneficial for the future of resource management in the compartment. All treatments
have a "Survey Needed" site condition on them.

5. Are there reasonable alternatives to a survey that will ailow at least a partial or temporary solution? (Example: Reduce size of the sale, agreement
with or notification of adjacent landowner until proper survey can be done, establish line yourself, etc.) Explain:
