2 .  Bidder ' s  Q u a l i f i c a t i o n s :  Purchaser s h a l l  ob ta in  workers compensation insurance t o  
cover claims under Michigan's Worker's D i s a b i l i t y  Compensation Act of 1969 o r  s i m i l a r  
employee b e n e f i t  a c t  of any o t h e r  s t a t e  app l i cab le  t o  an employee.

The Bidder warrants that this bid is submitted solely on the basis of the Bidder's 
examination and inspection of the quality and quantity of the timber offered for sale and 
the Bidder's opinion of the value thereof and the costs of recovery. No reliance should 
be placed on the State of Michigan's estimates of timber quality, quantity or costs of 
recovery. Bidder further acknowledges that the State of Michigan: (i) expressly 
disclaims any warranty of fitness of timber for any purpose; (ii) offers this timber as 
is without any warranty of quality (merchantability) or quantity and (iii) expressly 
disclaims any warranty as to the quantity or quality of timber sold. 

11. Certification and Chain-of-Custody: Unless otherwise indicated in the contract under 
section 7 - Other Conditions of the ~ a i e  Specific Conditions & Requirements, the area 
encompassed by this timber sale is certified to the standards of the Forest Stewardship 
council (FSC)-- Certificate #SCS-FM/COC-090N and the Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI) 
- Certificate # NSF-SFIS-5Y031-S1. Forest products from this sale may be delivered to the 
mill as "FSC and / or SF1 certified" as long as the contractor hauling the forest products 
is chain-of-custody (COC) certified or covered under a COC certificate from the 
destination mill. The purchaser is responsible for maintaining COC after leaving the sale 
area.

1 - Sale Area 

1.2 - Boundaries 

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (1 2/08) 

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue and red paint. Exterior sale 

boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint. Exterior sale boundary lines against state are 

marked with red paint. Do not cut painted boundary line trees. 

2 - Timber Specifications 

2.1 - Included Timber 

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (4109) 

Within Payment Unit(s) 1-4, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more in diameter measured at a point four and 

one-half (4-112) feet above ground level regardless of merchantability except oak trees less than four (4) inches, 
trees marked with green paint and all conifers. 

2.2 - Utilization 

2.2.2 - Chipping required (9109) 

This area must be chip harvested . The purchaser has the option to produce sawlogs or pulpwood bolts, but the 

remaining portion of the trees must be chipped and hauled. 

2.2.3 - Stump heights (4107) 

Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed 12 inches for trees greater than 10 inches DBH and 4 inches for 
trees smaller than 10 inches DBH. 

3 - Payments 

3.3 - Pre-measured Sales 

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (1 2108) 

Payment unit(s) may be divided at the request of the purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager. Dividing 
payment units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Supplement. 

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (6105) 
General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live 

merchantable trees which are cut or injured. In addition, extreme care should be taken to avoid damage to tree 

seedlings and saplings. Damage to residual trees (defined as breaking of the cambium layer, broken tops or bending 
of trees from their natural position) is not acceptable. 

Within the sale area, if more than 15% of the tree seedlings or saplings (114" to 4.5" DBH) within a specified portion 

of the sale area are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed at $300 per acre for all acreage within that 

specified portion of the sale area that was damaged. 

No damage is acceptable to merchantable trees. Within the sale area, if more than 10% of trees (> 4.5" DBH) 
within a specified area of the sale are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed for all trees damaged. Rates 

will be in accordance with General Conditio~i and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber. 

3.6 - Payment Unit Cutting Schedule 

3.6.2 - One active unit (12108) 

Each Payment Unit must be completed to the satisfaction of the Unit Manager or hislher representative before the 
next unit may be opened. 

4 - Transportation 

4.1 - Construction 

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8104) 
Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled. Slash 

from road maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be dispersed throughout the sale. 

4.1.12 - No new roads (1 2108) 
No new roads will be permitted. All operations are limited to existing roads. 

4.2 - Maintenance 

4.2.1 - Hauling restriction (1 2108) 

Hauling may be restricted on forest roads by the Unit Manager or hislher representative. The restriction may occur 

during wet weather conditions. Within payment units 2-4 hauling is restricted to frozen conditions on Campground 
Rd. This restriction is per a direct agreement with Roscommon County Road Commission. In addition the 
Roscommon County Road Commisson and the sale admininster(f0rester) must be given 24 hours notice prior to 
hauling more than three loads on any single day, so that any road maintenace issues can be addressed immedately. 

4.2.5 - Two wheel drive condition (2104) 
All existing trail roads on and adjacent to the sale area must be passable by two-wheel drive traffic for the duration 
of the sale. 

5 - Operations 
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5.1 . 1 - Pre-sale conference (1 2/08) 

A pre-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to beginning any 

operationsto determine landing and road locations. Equipment operators must also be present. 

5.1.4 - Post-sale conference (9109) 

A post-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required 5 days prior to the 

completion of active logging operations to determine clean-up and repair of landings, road edges, and the fulfillment 

of other contract specifications. 

5.2 - Conduct  of Operations 

5.2.1 - Slash 

5.2.1 .I - Slash within sale area (2104) 
No trees are to be felled outside the sale area and all slash is to be kept at least 10 feet back from the blue paint 
line. 

5.2.1.2 - Slash Removal 

5.2.1.2.6 - Slash removal, general (7105) 
All slash must be removed from landing locations. Logging debris from the chipper shall not be allowed to 
accumulate more than (2) two inches in depth anywhere within the sale area. 

5.2.1.8 - Slash height (12108) 
No slash or tree tops may exceed 24 inches in height. 

5.2.1.10 - No slash in openings (12108) 
No brush or logging debris is to be left on the maintained wildlife opening. Any damage to the opening shall be 
repaired according to specifications of the Unit Manager or hisher representative. 

5.2.2 - Hazard  TreesISnags 

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (2104) 
Obvious hollow andlor den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard. 

5.2.3 - Operat ing Restrictions 

5.2.3.4 - Oak wilt restriction (12108) 
Within Payment Unit(s) 1-4, unless changed by written agreement, cutting and skidding are not permitted during 
the period of April 15 to July 15. This is necessary to reduce the spread of oak wilt. For more information, 
contact the Unit Manager or hisher representative. 

5.2.3.1 1 - Coppice regeneration protection (1 2/08) 
Any post harvest operations, such as chipping, must be completed before sprouting of regeneration occurs. If it 
is anticipated that chipping will be delayed, then tops shall be carried to one central location or left unchipped. 
The Unit Manager or hislher representative may cease such operations if sprouting occurs before the operation 
is complete.

5.2.4 - Dead and Down Creation 

5.2.4.3 - Dead and down creation, dead trees (6107) 
Except as provided for in General Condition and Requirement 5.2.2, no dead trees, standing or down, are to be 
cut, skidded, or processed. 

5.2.29 - Shrub protection (9107) 

Do not cut or damage hawthorn, witch-hazel, dogwood or juneberry. These woody-shrub plants are highly 
beneficial to various wildlife species. 

5.2.30 - Landinglroad top soil protection ( 1  109) 
Top soil at landings must be stockpiled and saved. Upon completion of the timber sale, soil must be evenly 

distributed over the area to be re-vegetated. 

5.2.3 1 - Landing locations (1 0109) 

Landing areas are marked on the timber sale map with the letter "L". Landings must be confined to these designated 
sites unless otherwise authorized by the Unit Manager or hislher representative. 

5.2.32 - Deckingllanding restoration (2104) 
All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before. This 

is to insure the proper regeneration of the stand. 

5.2.38 - No decking against live trees (2104) 

Cut products may not be decked against unmarked or designated leave trees. 

6 - Safety and Fire Prevention 

6.2 - Signing 

6.2.1 - Road posting (9109) 
The purchaser is responsible for posting and maintaining caution signs on Campground Rd. prior to beginning 

operations. The road must be posted at appropriate distances from the sale area to warn of logging activity and 

truck traffic. Signs must be removed when harvest operations are suspended or completed.

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (4109) 
Within Payment Unit(s) 1 and 2, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more in diameter measured at a point four 
and one-half (4-112) feet above ground level regardless of merchantability except for oak trees larger than 6" DBH. 
Cut all oak less than 6" DBH, but leave all oak larger than 6" DBH. Also, do not thin multi-stemmed oak, 
regardless of size.

3.4 - Damaged Timber 

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (6105) 
General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live 
merchantable trees which are cut or injured. Damage to residual trees (defined as breaking of the cambium layer, 
broken tops or bending of trees from their natural position) is not acceptable. 

No damage is acceptable to merchantable trees. Within the sale area, if more than 5% of trees (> 4.5" DBH) within 
a specified area of the sale are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed for all trees damaged.
