1. Bid Location, Date, and Time: Bids must be received by the Unit Manager, Traverse
City Management Unit, 970 Emerson, Traverse City, MI 49686, no later than 2:00 p.m. on
January 14, 2010. For further information concerning this sale, contact the Unit Manager

2. Bidder’s Qualifications: Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to
cover claims under Michigan’s Worker's Disability Compensation Act of 1969 or similar
employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee. If all or part of a
timber sale was prepared by a private contractor, that contractor and that contractor’s
company are not permitted to bid on the timber sale contract. Bids will not be accepted
from individuals or companies appearing on the DNR/FMFM No-Bid List. This list contains
the names of purchasers who previously failed to execute a contract within 21-days or who
have a history of poor performance.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids: Bids shall be manually signed in ink; bid prices must be
entered for each species and product in the Bid Price column for all material subject to
bidding; and all fill-in blanks must be completed. If erasures or other changes appear on
the forms, each erasure or change must be initialed by the person signing the bid.

2.1 - Included Timber
