2. Bidder's Qualifications (2/12)

Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to cover claims under Michigan’s Worker's Disability Compensation 

Act of 1969 or similar employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee.  If all or part of a timber sale was 

prepared by a private contractor, that contractor and that contractor’s company are not permitted to bid on the timber sale 

contract.  Bids will not be accepted from individuals or companies appearing on the DNR/FRD No-Bid List.  This list contains 

the names of purchasers who previously failed to execute a contract within 21-days or who have a history of poor 

performance.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (1/11)

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (12/08)

2.1.2 - Clearcut unit(s) w/o unmerchantable trees (8/11)

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (6/05)

General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable 

trees which are cut or injured.  Damage to residual trees (defined as breaking of the cambium layer, broken tops or bending of 

trees from their natural position) is not acceptable.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.2 - Stream crossings, specific (3/11)

The Deadmans creek crossing will require the installation of a 36 inch culvert.  The culvert will be provided by the DNR.  

This installation will be performed by the logger in accordance with the specifications on the appropriate permits which shall 

be provided by the DNR.

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)

Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled.  Slash from road 

maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be moved at least 10 feet back from edge of road. Stumps shall be set 

upright.

4.1.4 - Timber removed for construction (12/09)

Trees cut or damaged in the process of pre-approved road, landing or skid trail construction will be decked in an area separate 

from other designated timber and not removed until measured by the sale administrator.  Payment will be made at the 

specified Purchase Unit Price.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.5 - Two wheel drive condition (2/04)

All existing trail roads on and adjacent to the sale area must be passable by two-wheel drive traffic for the duration of the 

sale.

5 - Operations

5.1 - Notification

5.1.1 - Pre-sale conference (12/08)

A pre-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to beginning any operations.  If

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (12/08)

The sale boundary is marked and identified by blue and red paint.  Interior Payment Unit boundaries are marked with green 

paint.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.2 - Clearcut unit(s) w/o unmerchantable trees (12/08)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1 - 3, cut all trees which meet minimum piece specifications in 2.2 Utilization.  Except, do not cut red 

pine, white pine, cherry or oak.  In addition, in Units 2 and 3 also do not cut trees marked with orange paint.  The proposed 

access road into the east block of Unit 1 (see timber sale map) has trees to be cut marked with orange paint.

2.1.11 - Description of timber note (2/04)

Note that within the sale area there are very highly stocked inclusions of red pine. The producer is advised to evalute these 

areas for equipment accessibility.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.3 - Stump heights (4/07)

Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed 12 inches for trees greater than 10 inches DBH and 4 inches for trees 

smaller than 10 inches DBH.

2.2.11 - Chipping restriction (2/11)

If chipping occurs on this sale, then all tops piled for chipping must be chipped within 30 days of the end of round wood 

operations.  In addition, after chip pile removal, residual chips at the landing may be no more than 4 inches in depth.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be 

severed and laid flat on the ground.  Slash shall be scattered, and not left in windrows.  Stumps shall be set upright, not left on 

edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in 

berms or windrows.

4.1.7 - Road closure (4/07)

All new roads and reopened roads into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic within 30 days of completion of hauling.  In 

general, this will require constructing a four (4') foot high berm constructed of stumps and logs covered with earth.  In 

addition, stumps and brush must be placed in the road courses at specified locations.  These roads must be rendered 

impassable to ORVs.  Stumps from road building and landing construction may be reserved to block any newly constructed 

roads.  Contact the sale administrator for specific details of design and placement.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.1 - Hauling restriction (12/08)

Hauling may be restricted on forest roads by the Unit Manager or his/her representative.  The restriction may occur during 

proloned wet weather conditions.

4.2.5 - Two wheel drive condition (2/04)

All existing trail roads on and adjacent to the sale area must be passable by two-wheel drive traffic for the duration of the

4.4 - Access

4.4.1 - Private property access (3/11)
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Permission for access across private land is the responsibility of the purchaser.  Units 2 and 3 will be accessed through 

Keweenaw Land Association (KLA) lands.  KLA must be contacted and a road use permit issued prior to start of operations.

To facilitate reforestation, the sale area shall be left with slash evenly distributed.  Bunched tops within the cutting area 

shall be broken up and scattered.  Stumps shall be cut low to the ground.  Processing sites shall not be left with a 

compacted layer of slash; tops from these sites shall be hauled back into the cut area and scattered.

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (2/04)

Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

Cut products may not be decked against unmarked or designated leave trees.

Do not cut or damage posts with orange trail markers 

or traffic control signs.  If the trail is used, it must be maintained and restored to a condition equal to or better than before the 

sale.  The road maintenance/restoration must be done prior to December 1.  Slash must be removed within 20 feet of the 

road/snowmobile trail, using the road/snowmobile trail as the centerline.  All stumps within 20 feet of the snowmobile trail 

must be cut at ground level.

This stand has old 

blown down timber in it and some aspen regeneration which will have to be avoided as much as possible.  The blown down 

timber is old and not harvestable any more and will cause harvesting problems so look intensively at this unit before bidding on 

the sale.

Within Payment Unit(s) #2, all trees are designated for cutting when marked with orange paint above and below stump height, 

regardless of merchantability.  Also, all aspen should be cut unless it is a boundary tree with red paint or marked "leave" with 

orange paint.  This unit has some blown down timber to deal with and has very steep terrain and should be looked at closely 

before bidding.  If some areas are decided to be too steep for harvesting by the bidder and the sale administrator after the sale 

is purchased, these areas can be GPSed and eliminated from the sale with a refund by the administrator cruising the 

delineated area and determing cords that would not be cut.
