5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (1/09)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and skid trails which is 12
inches or greater in depth and 50 feet in length. The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or
skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth. With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may
return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

6.2.1 - Road posting (9/09)

The purchaser is responsible for posting and maintaining caution signs on the Westman Dam Road and the Indian Springs
Road prior to beginning operations. The road must be posted at appropriate distances from the sale area to warn of logging
activity and truck traffic. Signs must be removed when harvest operations are suspended or completed. The Purchaser will

provide these signs.
