1 - Sale Area
1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (12/08)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue, red and yellow paint. Exterior sale
boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint. Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with
red paint. Interior Payment Unit boundaries are marked with yellow paint. Do not cut painted exterior boundary line trees.
Yellow painted trees designating an interior Payment Unit boundary are only to be cut when all surrounding Payment Units
have been paid.

2 - Timber Specifications
2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (4/09)
Within Payment Unit(s) 1 & 2, cut all jack pine trees that are two (2) inches or more in diameter measured at a point four and
one-half (4-1/2) feet above ground level regardless of merchantability. Do not cut other species.

2.1.7 - Leave tree marked unit(s) (10/09)

Within Payment Unit(s) 3, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more in diameter measured at a point four and one-half
(4-1/2) feet above ground level regardless of merchantability. Exceptions: Do not cut trees marked with green paint above
and below stump height. Do not cut red pine or white pine.

2.1.15 - Hazard trees near county roads (4/05)
Cut and remove all standing dead trees within 100 feet of the cleared portion of designated county roads. These cut snags
may be utilized.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.2 - Chipping required (1/11)

This area must be chip harvested to facilitate subsequent planting operations and to meet National Guard requirements. The
purchaser has the option to produce sawlogs or pulpwood bolts, but the remaining portion of the trees must be chipped and
hauled. Products may be produced as roundwood and forwarded to decking areas in final product length, but the tops must be
left intact and skidded to the landing for chipping in order to minimize the amount of residual slash left in Military training
areas. The requirement to retain approximately 1/6 to 1/3 of tree tops and limbs less than four inches in diameter does not
apply (G. C. & R. 2.2). This is because of Military training needs.

2.2.3 - Stump heights (4/07)
Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed 8 inches for trees greater than 10 inches DBH and 4 inches for trees
smaller than 10 inches DBH. This is in order to facilitate military and planting operations.

2.2.11 - Chipping restriction (9/09)
If chipping occurs on this sale, then no woody debris present on the ground at the start of the sale may be chipped.

3 - Payments
3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (12/08)
Payment unit(s) may be divided at the request of the purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager. Dividing payment
units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Supplement.

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (6/05)
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General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable
trees which are cut or injured. In addition, extreme care should be taken to avoid damage to tree seedlings and saplings.
Damage to residual trees (defined as breaking of the cambium layer, broken tops or bending of trees from their natural
position) is not acceptable.

Within the sale area, if more than 30% of the tree seedlings or saplings (1/4" to 4.5" DBH) within a specified portion of the
sale area are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed at $250.00 per acre for all acreage within that specified portion of
the sale area that was damaged.

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental
and visual impacts. Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed. Non-merchantable trees shall be
severed and laid flat on the ground. Slash shall be scattered, and not left in windrows and kept a minimum of 10 feet back
from the road edge.

4.1.7 - Road closure (4/07)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale. Overgrown roads that are
reopened shall be considered new roads. In general, this will require constructing a four (4') foot high berm constructed of
stumps and logs covered with earth. Stumps and brush must be placed along the remainder of the trail. These roads must be
rendered impassable to cars and trucks.

4.1.11 - Permits (5/07)

5.1 - Notification

5.1.4 - Post-sale conference (9/09)

active logging operations to determine clean-up and repair of landings, road edges, and the fulfillment of other contract
specifications.

5.1.5 - National Guard notification (2/10)

This sale is upon Military Board Lands that are administrated by the Michigan National Guard - Camp Grayling. A minimum
of five (5) business days prior to opening this sale, the producer must request that the sale administrator contact the military
for information regarding training plans that may impact sale operations.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations
5.2.1 - Slash
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5.2.1.1 - Slash within sale area (2/04)
No trees are to be felled outside the sale area and all slash is to be kept at least 25 feet back from the blue paint line.

5.2.1.8 - Slash height (12/08)
No slash may exceed 30 inches in height.

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (2/04)
Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.4 - Oak wilt restriction (6/10)
Within Payment Unit(s) 3 cutting, skidding, and hauling are not permitted during the period of April 15 to July 15. This is
necessary to reduce the spread of oak wilt. For more information, contact the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.3.7 - National Guard training restriction (1/09)

Operations on this contract will not be allowed during National Guard training operations. Typically, the restricted period
is from May 1 to October 31. The contractor must check with the Unit Manager who will coordinate the cutting schedule
with the Military.

5.2.4 - Dead and Down Creation

5.2.4.4 - Dead and down creation, grouse (9/09)

To encourage grouse and other wildlife, in Payment Unit(s) 3 leave one, 8 diameter or larger log-length (8 foot minimum)
piece on the ground for every 2 acres. Also, leave at least six (6) high stumps 18" or higher and (2) large tops per acre.
These will be evenly scattered throughout the cut unit.

5.2.29 - Shrub protection (9/07)
Do not cut or damage hawthorn, witch-hazel, or juneberry. These woody-shrub plants are highly beneficial to various wildlife
species.

5.2.31 - Landing locations (10/09)
Do not deck within 50 feet of County Roads without Road Commission approval.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (1/09)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and skid trails which is 12
inches or greater in depth and 50 feet in length. The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or
skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth. With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may
return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

5.4.2 - Skid trails (2/04)

Skid trails up and down slopes should be avoided. If however this is unavoidable, these trails will be left in a non-erodible
condition using water bars, logs, and slash.
