2. Bidder's Qualifications (2/12)

Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to cover claims under Michigan’s Worker's Disability Compensation 

Act of 1969 or similar employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee.  If all or part of a timber sale was 

prepared by a private contractor, that contractor and that contractor’s company are not permitted to bid on the timber sale 

contract.  Bids will not be accepted from individuals or companies appearing on the DNR/FRD No-Bid List.  This list contains 

the names of purchasers who previously failed to execute a contract within 21-days or who have a history of poor 

performance.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (1/11)

Bids shall be manually signed in ink; bid prices must be entered for each species and product in the Bid Price column for all 

material subject to bidding; and all fill-in blanks must be completed.  If erasures or other changes appear on the forms, each 

erasure or change must be initialed by the person signing the bid.

4. Submission of Sealed Bids (6/11)

Bid forms may be obtained from the Unit Manager.  All bids must be submitted on the bid form and in an envelope clearly 

identified as described in this section.  NOTE:  Only one bid form per bid envelope.  Sealed bids must be submitted to the Unit 

office designated in the prospectus and must be submitted at or prior to the time established in the prospectus.

7. Down Payment (1/11)

The Bidder to whom award is made must make a down payment within 21 days of the sale award.  The amount of the down 

payment will be calculated as shown in the Bond and Payment Schedule of this prospectus.

8. Performance Security (1/11)

As guarantee of faithful performance, a cash bond, certificate of deposit, surety bond or irrevocable letter of credit (LOC) is 

required within 21 days of the sale award. The amount of the performance security is shown in the Bond and Payment 

Schedule of this prospectus.  If an LOC or surety is used, the coverage must extend for at least 6 months beyond the contract 

expiration.

10. Disclaimer of Estimates and Bidder's Warranty of Inspection (1/11)

Before submitting this bid, the Bidder is advised and cautioned to inspect the sale area, review the requirements of the sale 

contract, and take other steps as may be reasonably necessary to ascertain the location, estimated volumes, construction 

estimates, and operating costs of the proposed sale.  Failure to do so will not relieve the Bidder from responsibility for 

completing the contract.

1 - Sale Area

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (12/08)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by red paint.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (8/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1 and 2, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more in diameter measured at a point four and 

one-half (4-1/2) feet above ground level regardless of merchantability.

EXCEPTIONS: 

In Payment Unit 1 - DO NOT CUT OR DAMAGE any conifers less than 5" DBH or any trees marked with green paint 

above and below stump height.

In Payment Unit - 2 DO NOT CUT OR DAMAGE any oak trees or pine trees.

3 - Payments

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (6/05)

General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable 

trees which are cut or injured.  In addition, care should be taken to avoid damage to tree seedlings and saplings.  Damage to 

residual trees (defined as breaking of the cambium layer, broken tops or bending of trees from their natural position) is not 

acceptable.

Within Payment Unit 1, if more than 5% of the conifer tree seedlings or saplings (1/4" to 4.5" DBH) within a specified portion 

of the sale area are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed at $300.00 per acre for all acreage within that specified 

portion of the sale area that was damaged.

No damage is acceptable to merchantable trees.  Within the sale area, if more than 10% of the residual trees (> 4.5" DBH) 

within a specified area of the sale are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed for all trees damaged.  Rates will be in 

accordance with General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber.

3.6 - Payment Unit Cutting Schedule

3.6.2 - One active unit (12/08)

Each Payment Unit must be completed to the satisfaction of the Unit Manager or his/her representative before the next unit 

may be opened.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be 

severed and laid flat on the ground.  Slash shall be scattered back into the sale area or chipped and not left in piles or 

windrows and kept a minimum of 10 feet back from the road edge.  Stumps shall be set upright, not left on edge, and be 

moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in berms or 

windrows.

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic within 30 days of completion of hauling.  Overgrown roads 

that are reopened shall be considered new roads.  In general, this will require constructing a four (4') foot high berm of stumps 

and logs covered with earth.  Stumps and brush must be placed along the remainder of the trail.  These roads must be 
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rendered impassable to cars and trucks.  Stumps from road building and landing construction must be reserved to block any 

newly constructed roads upon completion of the sale.  These stumps must be scattered along the road system to prohibit 

vehicular movement.  Contact the sale administrator for specific details of design and placement.

4.1.8 - Road work (1) (8/07)

The following road work is required: placement of fill material and/or cross-drainage culverts(s) at the two locations marked 

with "X" on the timber sale map.  Culvert(s) will be supplied by the State of Michigan.  Check with the timber sale 

administrator for the availability of on-site fill material.  Roadwork must be completed prior to the start of harvesting 

operations

5 - Operations

5.1 - Notification

5.1.1 - Pre-sale conference (10/11)

A pre-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to beginning any operations to 

determine landing and road locations.

5.1.4 - Post-sale conference (6/11)

A post-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required 5 days prior to the completion of 

active logging operations to determine clean-up and repair of landings, road edges, and the fulfillment of other contract 

specifications.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations

5.2.1 - Slash

5.2.1.2 - Slash Removal

5.2.1.2.1 - Slash removal, right-of-way (12/04)

All slash must be removed at least 10 feet from the cleared right-of-way of forest roads.

5.2.1.8 - Slash height (12/08)

No slash or tree tops may exceed 24 inches in height.

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (2/04)

Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.11 - Coppice regeneration protection (4/10)

Timber harvesting in any Payment Unit must be completed before significant aspen sprouting occurs in that Payment Unit 

so as to minimize damage to the new regeneration.  Any post harvest operations, such as chipping, must be completed 

before sprouting of regeneration occurs.  If it is anticipated that chipping will be delayed, then tops shall be carried to one 

central location or left unchipped.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative may cease such operations if sprouting 

occurs before the operation is complete.

5.2.4 - Dead and Down Creation

5.2.4.3 - Dead and down creation, dead trees (6/07)

Except as provided for in General Condition and Requirement 5.2.2, no dead trees, standing or down, are to be cut, 

skidded, or processed.

5.2.22 - Operating Caution

5.2.22.1 - Operating caution (6/11)

It is recommended, but not required, that within Payment Unit(s) 1 and 2, cutting, skidding, and hauling occur during dry 

summer or frozen winter conditions.  The reason for the recommendation is to reduce the potential for rutting in the lower 

ground portions of the sale.

5.2.29 - Shrub protection (9/07)

Do not cut or damage hawthorn, witch-hazel, dogwood or juneberry.  These woody-shrub plants are highly beneficial to 

various wildlife species.

5.2.38 - No decking against live trees (2/04)
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Cut products may not be decked against unmarked or designated leave trees.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (1/09)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and skid trails which is 12 

inches or greater in depth and 50 feet in length.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or 

skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth.  With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may 

return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

5.4.3 - Erosion control (12/08)

Skid trails or haul roads may require erosion control structures or berms per direction of the Unit Manager or his/her 

representative.

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (12/08)

The sale boundary is marked and identified by red paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with red paint.  

Do not cut painted boundary line trees unless also marked with orange paint.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.3 - Cut tree marked unit(s) (12/08)

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)

Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled.  Slash from road 

maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be utilized or dispersed throughout the sale.

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)
