2. Bidder's Qualifications (2/12)

Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to cover claims under Michigan’s Worker's Disability Compensation 

Act of 1969 or similar employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee.  If all or part of a timber sale was 

prepared by a private contractor, that contractor and that contractor’s company are not permitted to bid on the timber sale 

contract.  Bids will not be accepted from individuals or companies appearing on the DNR/FRD No-Bid List.  This list contains 

the names of purchasers who previously failed to execute a contract within 21-days or who have a history of poor 

performance.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (1/11)

Bids shall be manually signed in ink; bid prices must be entered for each species and product in the Bid Price column for all 

material subject to bidding; and all fill-in blanks must be completed.  If erasures or other changes appear on the forms, each 

erasure or change must be initialed by the person signing the bid.

4. Submission of Sealed Bids (6/11)

7. Down Payment (1/11)

The Bidder to whom award is made must make a down payment within 21 days of the sale award.  The amount of the down 

payment will be calculated as shown in the Bond and Payment Schedule of this prospectus.  Only cash may be used to meet 

this requirement.

8. Performance Security (1/11)

As guarantee of faithful performance, a cash bond, certificate of deposit, surety bond or irrevocable letter of credit (LOC) is 

required within 21 days of the sale award. The amount of the performance security is shown in the Bond and Payment 

Schedule of this prospectus.  If an LOC or surety is used, the coverage must extend for at least 6 months beyond the contract 

expiration.

9. Timber Sale Contract (9/14)

To encourage reptiles and amphibians, within unit(s) 1 and 4, leave one 14" DBH or greater full-length tree on the ground, 

with the top still intact, per 5 acres.  These trees shall be evenly scattered through out the unit(s) and identified by blue 

flagging.

5.2.29 - Shrub protection (9/07)

Do not cut or damage grape, hawthorn, witch-hazel, dogwood or juneberry.  These woody-shrub plants are highly beneficial to 

various wildlife species.

5.2.30 - Landing/road top soil protection (2/15)

Top soil on landings must be removed, stockpiled and saved.  Upon completion of the timber sale, soil must be evenly 

distributed back over the area for revegetation.

5.2.31 - Landing locations (9/13)

Landing areas are marked on the Timber Sale Map with the letter "L".  Landings must be confined to these designated sites 

unless otherwise authorized by the Unit Manager or his/her representative.  The landing in Payment unit 4 will be turned into a 
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public parking area.  The landing in Payment unit 1 will be restored to a food plot area by removing woody debris, rocks, and 

stumps as well as leveling of the landing area to the satisfaction of the unit manager so this area will be ready to be planted to 

a food plot.

5.4 - Soil Protection

inches or greater in depth and 50 feet in length.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or 

skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth.

To encourage grouse and other wildlife, in Payment Unit(s) 1, leave one, 12" diameter or larger log-length (8 foot 

minimum) piece on the ground for every 2 acres andat least six (6) large tops per acre.  These will be evenly scattered 

throughout the unit.  This can be an unmerchantable piece or a full tree.

5.2.29 - Shrub protection (9/07)

Do not cut or damage hawthorn, witch-hazel, dogwood or juneberry.  These woody-shrub plants are highly beneficial to 

various wildlife species.

5.2.30 - Landing/road top soil protection (2/15)

Top soil on landings and new roads on new landings and new roads must be removed, stockpiled and saved.  Upon completion 

of the timber sale, soil must be evenly distributed back over the area for revegetation.

5.2.31 - Landing locations (9/13)

Landing areas are marked on the Timber Sale Map with the letter "L".  Landings must be confined to these designated sites 
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unless otherwise authorized by the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.32 - Decking/landing restoration (9/13)

All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before.  This is to 

ensure the proper regeneration of the stand.  Wood debris, chips and "cookies" from trimmings must be removed or scattered 

away from landing and loading areas and may not be windrowed on the edge.  Prep the decking/landing site for food plot 

creation by removal woody debris from decking/landing site so bare soil is exposed.  This site will be ready for food plot 

planting in spring.  Block vehicle access to seeded landing area.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (1/09)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and skid trails which is 12 

inches or greater in depth and 50 feet in length.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or 

skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth.  With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may 

return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

5.4.6 - Wet area protection (5/10)

No harvesting operations, including skidding and felling, are to take place within wet area and the drainages within Unit 1.
