2. Bidder's Qualifications (5/16)

Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to cover claims under Michigan’s Worker 's Disability 

Compensation Act of 1969 or similar employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee.  If all or part of 

a timber sale was prepared by a private contractor, the contractor and that contractor’s company are not permitted to 

bid on the timber sale contract.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (5/16)

1 - Sale Area

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue and red paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines 

against private property are marked with blue paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with red paint.  The 

painted boundary line trees are not Included Timber and are to be protected.  Payment Unit 3, has no boundary markings.  

Harvest areas of Payment Unit 3, will be determined by the sale administrator.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.2 - Clearcut unit(s) w/o unmerchantable trees (8/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1-3, cut all trees which meet minimum piece specifications in 2.2 Utilization, except do not cut any oak 

or hemlock.  In addition within Payment Units 1 and 2, do not cut any cedar.

2.1.11 - Description of timber note (2/04)

Note that Payment Unit 3, has no boundary markings.  The Purchaser will work with sale administrator to identify and cut 4 

strips as shown on the Timber Sale Map.  Forest products will be scaled on site and contractor will be invoiced at the per unit 

bid rate after scaling.  Volume on cruise is an estimate, payment will be based on actual scaled products.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.9 - No chipping permitted (12/08)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1-3, all wood must be removed by whole tree, tree segment, or roundwood.  No chipping will be 

permitted.  No tops may be chipped.

3 - Payments

3.2 - Scaled Sales

3.2.1 - Scale location (2/04)

Forest products will be placed for measurement on site as instructed by the sale administrator.  No forest products may be 

removed from the designated scale site, until measured by the sale administrator.  Payment will be made at the specified per 

unit purchase price.  The Unit Manager may at their discretion, authorize measurement and payment via other methods.

3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (7/14)

Payment Unit(s) with a value greater than fifteen thousand ($15,000.00) dollars may be divided at the request of the 

Purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager.  Dividing Payment Units is a contract modification which requires a 

Timber Sale Contract Supplement.

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.2 - Special Protection Trees (4/14)

The Purchaser shall not cut live or dead special protection trees within cutting units or clearings.  Special protection trees are 

oak and hemlock.  If the Purchaser's operations have cut or damaged special protection trees through carelessness, the 

Purchaser shall pay $100 as fixed, agreed and liquidated damages for each special protection tree cut or damaged.  Such 

payment does not constitute ownership of the undesignated timber.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)
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Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled.  Slash from road 

maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be dispersed throughout the sale.

4.1.4 - Timber removed for construction (12/09)

Trees cut or damaged in the process of pre-approved road, landing or skid trail construction will be decked in an area separate 

from other Designated Timber and not removed until measured by the sale administrator.  Payment will be made at the 

specified Purchase Unit Price.

4.1.5 - Culverts (5/14)

Roads may require the installation of culverts for cross drainage or at natural drainage-ways.  If culverts are needed in these 

locations, their placement shall be as specified by the sale administrator and they shall be installed prior to hauling.  Culverts 

shall be new corrugated metal or plastic gauge.  Culverts will be a minimum of eighteen (18) inches in diameter and twenty 

four (24) feet in length.  If culverts are removed, fill shall be removed from wetland soils as specified.  Soil shall be maintained 

and left in a non-erodible condition, with water bars, seed, mulch, and slash installed as directed by the sale administrator and 

as specified within the BMP manual.  Stream crossing permits, if needed, will be obtained by the DNR.

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be 

severed and laid flat on the ground.  Slash shall be scattered, not left in windrows and kept a minimum of 10 feet back from 

the road edge.  Stumps shall be set upright, not left on edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  

Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in berms or windrows.

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale.  Overgrown roads that are 

reopened shall be considered new roads.  In general, this will require constructing double earthen berms at strategic locations.  

Contact the sale administrator for details of design and placement.

4.4 - Access

4.4.2 - Alternate route on private property (2/04)

It is the Purchaser's responsibility to obtain access across private land for any routes other than the route shown on the 

Timber Sale Map.

5 - Operations

5.2 - Conduct of Operations

5.2.1 - Slash

5.2.1.1 - Slash within sale area (9/16)

No trees are to be felled outside the sale area and all slash is to be kept at least 10 feet back from the red paint line.  If 

sale boundary lines are along a public road or highway, then slash must be removed 50’ from these lines per General 

Condition & Requirement 5.2.1.  Slash that is not needed for flotation, is required to be wind-rowed to provide habitat for 

snowshoe hare.  Contact the sale administrator for details.

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (10/16)

Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.2.17 - Timber Mats and Interlocking Composite Mats (3/18)

Some roads or skid trails may require extra protection such as that afforded by timber mats, interlocking composite mats, or 

another approved system.  If available, mats may be borrowed from the DNR.  A Timber Sale Contract Supplement will be 

used to document the Purchaser’s use of the DNR’s mats.  Contact the sale administrator regarding availability and pick-up.  

Timber mats are available from various field offices. Composite mats are only available from the Grayling field office.  The 

Purchaser is responsible for picking up and hauling the mats to and from the site.  The composite mats will require DNR staff 

onsite for installation and removal.  Contact the sale administrator to schedule at least 30 days before desired install/removal 

date.  All mats must be cleaned prior to drop off.  This may include, but is not limited to, power washing and brushing to 

remove mud and debris.  A charge of $400.00 per timber mat and $2,000.00 per composite mat will be assessed for all 
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damaged or non-returned mats.  Damage for the crane/timber mats is defined as  three or more broken cants.  Damage for 

the composite mats is defined as cracked or broken mats.

5.2.22 - Operating Caution

5.2.22.1 - Operating caution (6/11)

It is recommended, but not required, that within Payment Unit(s) 1-3, cutting, skidding and hauling occur during dry 

summer or frozen winter conditions.  The reason for the recommendation is because of wet ground.

5.2.32 - Decking/landing restoration (9/13)

All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before.  This is to 

ensure the proper regeneration of the stand.  Wood debris, chips and "cookies" from trimmings must be removed or scattered 

away from landing and loading areas and may not be wind-rowed on the edge.

5.2.38 - No decking against live trees (2/04)

Cut products may not be decked against unmarked or designated leave trees.

5.2.41 - Snowmobile trail protection (9/11)

Sunken Lake Road is a snowmobile trail and is shown on the Timber Sale Map.  Do not cut or damage posts with orange trail 

markers or traffic control signs.  If the trail road is to be used for hauling during the snowmobile season, then a snow covered 

base must be left on the trail at all times.  Maintain a 20 foot wide slash, debris and rut free zone daily using the snowmobile 

trail as the center-line.  No decking of forest products will be permitted along the snowmobile trail.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (7/16)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and/or skid trails which is 

twelve (12) inches or greater in depth and fifty (50) feet in length.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict 

hauling and/or skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth.  With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the 

Purchaser may return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

5.8 - Protection of Endangered Species

5.8.3 - Red shoulder hawk or goshawk (2/16)
