1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)

The snowmobile trail is shown on the Timber Sale Map. Do not cut or damage posts with orange trail markers or traffic
control signs. If the trail is used, it must be maintained and restored to a condition equal to or better than before the sale. The
road maintenance/restoration must be done prior to December 1. If the trail is used for hauling, it must be graded to the
satisfaction of the Unit Manager or his/her representative prior to December 1. The snowmobile trail that does not share the
road right-of-way with Tomasek Road may not be used for any timber sale operations from December 1 to March 31.
Tomasek Road may be used for sale activities at any time except for when Manistee County puts in place road restrictions.
