2. Bidder's Qualifications (5/16)

1 - Sale Area

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundary is marked and identified by red paint.  The painted boundary line trees are not Included Timber and are to 

be protected.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.2 - Clearcut unit(s) w/o unmerchantable trees (8/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, cut all trees which meet minimum piece specifications in 2.2 Utilization, except do not cut oak or 

elm. In addition, do not cut any spruce or pine over 20 inches at DBH or any black cherry over 5 inches at DBH.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.6 - Roundwood operation required (3/21)

The skidding of whole trees or tree segments with limbs attached is prohibited within Payment Unit(s) 1.  All products must be 

produced as roundwood and forwarded to existing roads or landing areas in final product length.

3 - Payments

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.3 - Special Protection Areas (8/11)

The Purchaser shall protect special protection areas from damage by the Purchaser's operations.  Special protection areas are 

not marked with paint, but constitute all trees that have blown over from previous windstorms.  The Purchaser shall not cut 

any of these windthrown trees and should avoid operating in these areas.  If the Purchaser's operations have cut or damaged 

special protection areas through carelessness, the Purchaser shall pay $500 as fixed, agreed and liquidated damages for each 

acre or part thereof cut or damaged.

5.1 - Notification

5.1.3 - Well heads and natural gas pipelines (11/15)

The Purchaser is responsible for contacting the gas or pipeline company 30 days prior to operating equipment in the vicinity of 

well heads or natural gas pipelines.  The pipeline passes through the non-forested area outside the north edge of the timber

This is to 

ensure the proper regeneration of the stand.  Wood debris, chips, and "cookies" from trimmings must be removed or scattered 

away from landing and loading areas and may not be windrowed on the edge.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (7/16)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and/or skid trails which is 

12 inches or greater in depth and 25 feet in length.

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by red and yellow paint.  Exterior sale boundary

2.1.3 - Cut tree marked unit(s) (12/08)

3.4 - Damaged Timber

General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable 

trees which are cut or injured.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.3 - Bark slippage restriction (3/09)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1 and 2, cutting and skidding are not permitted during the period of March 15 to July 15.  This 

restriction is because of bark slippage.  No exceptions will be granted.

5.2.4 - Dead and Down Creation

5.2.4.3 - Dead and down creation, dead trees (6/07)

Except as provided for in General Condition and Requirement 5.2.2, no dead trees, standing or down, are to be cut, 

skidded, or processed.

5.2.4.7 - Dead and down creation: hare, grouse, deer and other species (5/15)

To improve horizontal cover habitat for snowshoe hare, grouse, deer, and other species, the Purchaser is to push over 

trees marked with an "X" of green or pink paint.  These trees should be tipped over with the root ball still attached so the 

base of the tree is suspended off the ground.  The crown of the fallen tree should be at or near ground level after it is 

pushed over.  They must be felled in a way that does not damage surrounding trees.

5.2.38 - No decking against live trees (2/04)

Cut products may not be decked against unmarked or designated leave trees.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (7/16)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads and/or skid trails which is 

12 inches or greater in depth and 25 feet in length.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or 

skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth.  With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may 

return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

5.8 - Protection of Endangered Species

5.8.3 - Red shoulder hawk or goshawk (2/16)

In the event that an active red shoulder hawk or goshawk nest is found, the contract may be amended to protect the nest site 

until the nest is determined to be inactive.  The value of the trees in this excluded area will be refunded or credited to the 

Purchaser.  The nest will be buffered with a five-chain radius (eight acre) protection area, centered on the nest tree, in which 

there will be no cutting or new roads constructed.  Avoid human disturbance, including loading and skidding, in the protection 

area.  

An additional zone of five chains (ten chains centered on the active nest tree) will be established in which there is no 

management activity from March 15 to July 15 (NLP).  Limit biomass harvesting and chipping operations within this ten-chain 

zone, retain the maximum one-third of residues per the Woody Biomass Harvesting Guidelines (Michigan DNR 2010).
