2. Bidder's Qualifications (10/22)

If all or part of a timber sale was prepared by a private contractor, the contractor and that contractor’s company are not
permitted to bid on the timber sale. A person must be 18 years of age or older to purchase timber. Permanent
employees of the Department of Natural Resources or members of their immediate household may not bid. Former
employees, in the permanent or seasonal class, may not bid until 3 months after the last day of active duty.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (5/16)

4. Submission of Sealed Bids (5/16)

A written award mailed (or otherwise furnished) to the
successful Bidder shall be deemed to result in a binding contract without further action by either party.

7. Down Payment (1/11)

The Bidder to whom award is made must make a down payment within 21 days of the sale award. The amount of the
down payment will be calculated as shown in the Bond and Payment Schedule of this prospectus. Only cash may be
used to meet this requirement.

8. Performance Security (1/11)

As guarantee of faithful performance, a cash bond, certificate of deposit, surety bond or irrevocable letter of credit

12. Certification and Chain-of-Custody (10/22)

Unless otherwise indicated in the contract under section 7 — Other Conditions of the Sale Specific Conditions &
Requirements, the area encompassed by this timber sale is certified to the standards of the Forest Stewardship
Council (FSC) - Certificate #SCS-FM/COC-00090N and the Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI) - Certificate #
NSF-SFIS-5Y031-SF5. Forest products from this sale may be delivered to the mill as "FSC 100% and / or SFI
certified" as long as the contractor hauling the forest products is chain-of-custody (COC) certified or covered under a
COC certificate from the destination mill.

13. Good Neighbor Authority (GNA) Requirements (10/22)

1 - Sale Area
1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)
The sale boundaries are marked and identified by red paint. The painted boundary line trees are not Included Timber and are
to be protected.

2 - Timber Specifications
2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (6/14)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more at DBH, except do not cut undamaged oak (no clear
signs of storm damage such as a snapped top, major limbs missing from the crown, etc.). The majority of the Sale Area has
been damaged by a windstorm in July of 2022. Trees within the Sale Area have either been blown over or have damage to
the crown or main stem.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.3 - Stump heights (4/07)
Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed 6 inches for all trees except those trees that have been blown over. For
blown over trees, cut the tree as close to the root ball as is practical.

2.2.4 - Skidding length (2/14)
Skidding of unlimbed tops is not permissible.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)
Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled. Slash from road
maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be dispersed throughout the sale.

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)

Access to the landing must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale. In general, this will require constructing
earthen berms combined with logging debris.

5.1 - Notification

5.1.1 - Pre-sale conference (10/16)

A pre-sale conference between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to beginning any operations to determine
landing locations and access to the sale. The Unit Manager or his/her representative must be contacted at least 10 days in
advance to schedule the conference.

5.1.4 - Post-sale conference (10/16)

A post-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required 5 days prior to the completion of
active logging operations to determine clean-up and repair of landings, road edges, and the fulfillment of other contract
specifications.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations
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5.2.1 - Slash

5.2.1.8 - Slash height (12/08)
No slash or tree tops may exceed 24 inches in height. Windrows resulting from processing trees shall be broken up and
scattered throughout the sale area.

5.2.1.11 - Slash for reforestation (3/21)

To facilitate reforestation, the Sale Area shall be left with slash evenly distributed. Bunched tops within the cutting area
shall be broken up and scattered. Stumps shall be cut low to the ground. Processing sites shall not be left with windrows
or a compacted layer of slash; tops from these sites shall be broken up and scattered throughout the sale area.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.1 - Operating restrictions (9/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, cutting, skidding, and hauling are not permitted during the period of March 1 - July 15. This
restriction is necessary to limit the spread of oak wilt, avoid disturbing breeding and nesting wildlife, and to protect
seasonally wet soils within the Sale Area.

5.2.3.2 - Operating restrictions (9/11)
Within Payment Unit(s) 1, the operating of feller bunchers before 7 AM or after 9 PM is not permitted. This restriction is
due to the close proximity of residences to the Sale Area.

5.2.3.12 - Hunting operating restriction (1/18)
No Payment Unit may be started during the period of September 29 - October 10 or November 1 - 30 without permission
of the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.31 - Landing locations (9/13)

Recommended landing areas are marked on the Timber Sale Map with the letter "L". Landings must be confined to these
designated sites unless otherwise authorized by the Unit Manager or his/her representative. In general, landings are limited to
a "T" turnaround which will accommodate a truck with a 50 foot trailer and should not be any larger than necessary. Any
dozer work or landings larger than the above must be approved by the sale administrator.

5.2.32 - Decking/landing restoration (9/13)

All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before. This is to
ensure the proper regeneration of the stand. Wood debris, chips and "cookies" from trimmings must be removed or scattered
away from landing and loading areas and may not be windrowed on the edge. Decking and landing areas shall be left free of
ruts and piles of earth and stumps. Skid trails within the sale area shall be left free of deep ruts. This may require dozer
work, as determined by the sale administrator.

1 - Sale Area
1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundaries are marked and identified by blue and red paint. Exterior sale boundary lines against private property are
marked with blue paint. Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with red paint. The painted boundary line trees
are not Included Timber and are to be protected.

2 - Timber Specifications
2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (6/14)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more at DBH, except oak, apple, white pine, hickory, and
trees marked with green paint. Special protection trees identified in accordance with condition 3.4.2, within clearcutting unit
boundaries, are not Included Timber and are to be protected.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.3 - Stump heights (4/07)
Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed 6 inches for all trees.

2.2.4 - Skidding length (2/14)
Skidding of unlimbed tops is not permissible.

3 - Payments
3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.2 - Special Protection Trees (4/14)

The Purchaser shall not cut live or dead special protection trees within cutting units or clearings. Special protection trees are
oak, apple, and trees marked with green paint. If the Purchaser's operations have cut or damaged special protection trees
through carelessness, the Purchaser shall pay $250 as fixed, agreed and liquidated damages for each special protection tree
cut or damaged. Such payment does not constitute ownership of the undesignated timber.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)
Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled. Slash from road
maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be dispersed throughout the sale.

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)

All skid trails into the sale and access roads to landings must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale. In
general, this will require constructing a four (4") foot high berm of stumps and logs covered with earth. All stumps from skid
trail and landing construction must be reserved to block any newly constructed roads upon completion of the sale. Temporary
berms may be required if no sale activity occurs for 30 or more consecutive days. Contact the sale administrator for specific
details of design and placement.

4.1.12 - No new roads (1/12)
No new roads will be permitted. All operations are limited to existing skid trails.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.4 - Grading (10/16)
For completion of the sale, skid trails and landings must be graded. In general, this will require a road grader or bulldozer to
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shape up the roads after forest products have been hauled off site. This includes cleaning of drainage areas, grading,
crowning, and filling with gravel, if necessary. The grading equipment to be used must be approved by the Unit Manager or
his/her representative.

4.4 - Access

4.4 .4 - Restricted access (10/05)

When accessing the Sale Area, existing vehicle barriers (guardrail, boulders, wood posts, berms) that are removed must be
replaced upon the completion of the sale. The repair or replacement of any barriers damaged during removal is the
responsibility of the Purchaser.

5 - Operations
5.1 - Notification

5.1.1 - Pre-sale conference (10/16)

A pre-sale conference between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to beginning any operations to determine
landing and skid trail locations. The Unit Manager or his/her representative must be contacted at least 10 days in advance to
schedule the conference.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations
5.2.1 - Slash

5.2.1.8 - Slash height (12/08)
No slash or tree tops may exceed 24 inches in height.

5.2.1.10 - No slash in openings (5/10)
Any damage to the opening shall be repaired according to specifications of the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.1.11 - Slash for reforestation (3/21)

To facilitate reforestation, Payment Unit(s) 1 shall be left with slash evenly distributed. Bunched tops within the cutting
area shall be broken up and scattered. Stumps shall be cut low to the ground. Processing sites shall not be left with a
compacted layer of slash or windrows of slash; tops and slash must be scattered to allow sunlight to reach the ground
throughout the Sale Area.

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (10/16)
Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard. All standing dead
trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.1 - Operating restrictions (9/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1,cutting, skidding, and hauling are not permitted during the period of March 10 to July 15. At any
other time, cutting, skidding, and hauling is limited to dry or frozen ground conditions. The sale administrator will
determine what constitutes dry or frozen ground conditions. This restriction is necessary to reduce the impact of
operations on breeding and nesting wildlife, reduce the risk of rutting and to protect poorly drained soils throughout the
Sale Area.

5.2.3.2 - Operating restrictions (9/11)
Within Payment Unit(s) 1, the operating of feller bunchers before 7 AM or after 9 PM is not permitted. This restriction is
due to the close proximity of residences to the Sale Area.

5.2.3.12 - Hunting operating restriction (1/18)
No Payment Unit may be started during the period of September 29 to October 10 or November 1 to November 30
without permission of the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.31 - Landing locations (9/13)
The location of landings will be determined in the pre-sale conference. In general, landings are limited to a "T" turnaround
which will accommodate a truck with a 50-foot trailer.
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5.2.32 - Decking/landing restoration (9/13)

All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before. This is to
ensure the proper regeneration of the stand. Wood debris, chips, and "cookies" from trimmings must be removed or scattered
away from landing and loading areas and may not be windrowed on the edge.

5.2.37 - No decking areas (12/08)
No decking is allowed in any parking area. No equipment storage is allowed in any parking area.

5.2.43 - Opening protection (2/21)
Minimize activity, to the extent possible, in openings marked on the Timber Sale Map with the letter "G". Any damage to the
openings shall be repaired according to specifications of the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (7/16)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in of 12 inches or greater for any length
within the Sale Area, or on skid trails which is 12 inches or greater in depth and 50 feet in length. The Unit Manager or
his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or skidding if ruts exceed the specified depth. With the Unit Manager or
his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may return to the area when the risk of rutting has decreased.

5.4.6 - Wet area protection (5/10)

No harvesting operations, including skidding and felling, are to take place within the vernal pond areas or drainages. When
harvesting occurs, there should be no disturbance to the vernal pond depression. All equipment, trees and tops should be kept
out of this area. Within 100 feet of the pond, equipment should only be used when the soil is in a dry or frozen condition.
Care must be taken by the Purchaser to identify and avoid operating in these areas of the timber sale.

7 - Other Conditions
7.10 - Certified Timber

7.10.1 - Non-certified timber (2/16)

The area encompassed by this timber sale is not certified to the standards of the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) or the
Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI). Forest products from this sale may not be delivered to the mill as "FSC and / or SFI
certified". The lands within this sale are managed as a State Game Area.
